When grooving it is advisable to tilt the plate in the direction of working, so that the molten parent metal can run off better. The stick 
electrode should be inclined to the parent metal as horizontally as possible (approx. 15 ºC) and kept constantly in contact with it. The 
working speed is increased by slight pushing movements in the direction of working. Parent metal left on the edge of the groove is easily 
removed with the slag hammer. Machining the groove down to the bare metal may be advisable, depending on the circumstances.
